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This search works by using two data sources:  

1.  P: \ Drug.* -  which is the Multilex drug dictionary  

2.  C: \ Extract \  folder ï which holds the data when exported from a Vision search  

(we will require the ñtherapyò database for this search)

With regards to Formu lary exported data, there are 5 formularies held within Vision

All drugs belong to the Main dictionary and an ad ditional count is set against each other 

formulary.  

There is also a Main column in the Drug database, which refers to the Action Grouping, Y 

meaning it is from the Main Action Group.
